In hockey terms, it -is
called a quiet zone. A guiet
zone is defined as an area of
offensive lce where the puck
carrier can move o without

deep in his zone.

pressure. In other werds. singe
the quiet zone positions are not,
in themselves, dangerous posi-
tions, the defense elects to
protect more critical areas of the
ice {e.g. the slot or prime scor-
ing area),

The rink diagram (owverleaf)
illustrates the primary gquiet-
zome asreas of the offensive
EOMEe, AS one can see they repre-
sent no direct danger or are
positions from which the geoal-
tender should be able to make

Offensively, the beauty of
quiet-gone positions is the indi-
reclt danger that they pose to
the defensive team. Since the
puck carrier poses little to no
immediate threat and the
defensive team has backed off
positicnally, the offensive team
is free to set up their desired
plays or look for offensive
seams for the puck carrier to
hit,

Taking this analysis one step
further, the offensive team now
has two key factors in their
favor. First, they have puck
possession  which provides
territorial advantages which in
furn provide a greater opportu-
nity for victory,

Becond, the other olfensive
players are now dictating the
flow of the game. The fact that
the offensive team can set unp

the offensive play of their
cholce provides an obvious
tactical beneafit
